The Nebraska Mosquito & Vector Control Association has awarded Grants of $5,500 in 6 years.   








National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) went into effect on November 1, 2011, despite strong political opposition.  The NPDES will affect how mosquito control personnel apply adulticides and larvicides, including the use of biological larvicides.  The Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) has prepared updated Flow Charts, NPDES General Permit information and a Fact Sheet on their website:

Most mosquito control operations are still exempt under the updated Nebraska DEQ provisions. However,  NMVCA recommends following this updated flow chart to determine if your operation is exempt.  All mosquito control groups should develop a Best Management Practice Plan as described in the Flow Chart  tables.





RECENT UPDATES:   According to the American Mosquito Control Association, on July 31, the House of Representatives passed H.R. 935: Reducing Regulatory Burdens Act, which “eliminates the requirement for a NPDES permit under the Clean Water Act when using a registered pesticide.”





It now has to go for a vote in the Senate.  Please contact your US Senate offices for their support of this important legislation.
